doing our normal den building and tree climbing fun, especially across the fallen tree that made
a whole new challenge for many children.

fascinated and blown away by this text and the unwavering determination and perseverance
these revolutionary individuals showed to achieve something that many believed impossible at
the time.

In Geographythe children have been studying the Alpine region in order to discover why

people live in the Alps. Through the course of this topic, the children have enjoyed using a range
of resources (Atlases and Google Maps) to locate and label the Alps and the eight countries the
Alps spread through on a map, discovering what mountains are, how they are formed and



where the world@ most famous mountain ranges are located as wetlaaspare the human

and physical geographical features of Innsbruck (a popular Alpine city) with those of our local
area Hazlemere.

In DT, the children having been learning all about bridges this tefifhey have learnt about
different types of bridges and investigated how engineers and architects use their knowledge
shape and structure to reinforce and strengthen bridges across the world. All the children
greatly enjoyed the practicality of this topic particularly making lots of mess whilst building their
own truss bridges out of spaghetti. Furthermore, the children were delighted to put their
practical skills into action when using lkaaws to design ancbnstruct their own prototype
bridgeswhich could enable famous mountaineers like Edmund Hillary and Tenzing Norgay to
safely cross crevasses on Everest.
