Part A: Curriculum music
At Hazlemere C of E Primary School, the music curriculum is designed to provide all pupils with a comprehensive and inclusive musical education that fosters a deep understanding of music through listening, singing, playing, evaluating, and composing. Children explore a broad range of musical styles, historical periods, and cultural traditions, helping them appreciate the value and significance of music in their own lives and in the wider community. The curriculum is fully accessible to every pupil, including those with SEND, who are actively encouraged to engage as music often provides them with a platform to excel creatively.
Implementation is supported through the Charanga musical programme, which offers a structured and engaging approach to teaching music. This scheme enables teachers to deliver inclusive lessons that are carefully sequenced to build knowledge and skills progressively. Pupils learn the elements of music and develop the language to describe and analyse musical pieces. Instrumental skills are developed through playing the recorder and various percussion instruments, alongside opportunities to compose using different musical dimensions. The curriculum also incorporates body percussion and vocal sounds, allowing children to develop musical understanding in a variety of ways without the complexity of instruments.
This approach aligns with the school's vision and values by encouraging respect, perseverance, and ambition in musical learning, fostering a supportive environment where every child can build on their creative potential.


Part B: Co-curricular music
At Hazlemere C of E Primary School, pupils’ musical skills and understanding are nurtured progressively throughout their school journey. From Early Years and Key Stage 1, children build foundational skills by singing nursery rhymes and action songs from memory and performing simple rhythm patterns on tuned and untuned percussion instruments. As pupils move into Key Stage 2, they benefit from whole-class instrumental tuition through Bucks Music Trust,including ukulele in Year 4, drums in Year 5, and brass instruments in Year 6. This tuition not only develops their technical skills but also introduces them to reading and following simple musical and graphical scores. Throughout all stages, the school prioritises the enjoyment of music, ensuring that musical learning is both fun and motivating alongside formal skill development.
This co-curricular provision supports the school’s values by fostering ambition and perseverance in developing musical skills, while also promoting kindness and respect through collaborative music-making.
Part C: Musical experiences
Pupils at Hazlemere C of E Primary School benefit from a rich variety of musical experiences that enhance their learning and engagement in music beyond the classroom. Opportunities include individual musical tuition and participation in the 'RockSteady' band, which provides ensemble experience. Pupils can join the lunchtime choir and take part in singing assemblies and class assemblies, fostering confidence and performance skills.
The school hosts a range of performances throughout the year, including EYFS and KS1 Christmas shows, KS2 Carols Concerts, and a Young Voices trip where pupils sing in a massed choir. Visiting orchestras enrich pupils’ cultural experiences, while events such as the Hazlemere Talent Show, summer concerts, brass concerts, Rocksteady termly performances, and the Year 6 end-of-year performance provide numerous occasions for pupils to showcase their talents to peers, families, and the community.
These musical experiences embody the school’s vision of encouraging and building one another up, promoting respect and kindness through shared musical celebration and achievement.
In the Future
Looking ahead, Hazlemere C of E Primary School is committed to continually enhancing its music provision by regularly reviewing and updating the curriculum in response to changes in the national curriculum and model music curriculum. A key focus will be on further developing pupils’ composition skills, including improving how their compositions are recorded and shared. The school aims to expand the choir and provide more frequent performance opportunities throughout the year, both in partnership with the local music hub and within the wider community.
Additionally, the school aspires to offer pupils more chances to experience live music performances, enriching their cultural understanding and inspiration. Staff professional development will remain a priority to build confidence and deepen subject knowledge, ensuring high-quality music education continues to flourish.
This forward-looking approach aligns with the school’s values of ambition, perseverance, and love, ensuring music remains a vibrant and inclusive part of school life.
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
